(1) Whether any funds were received for the purpose of the State funeral for the late former President Nelson Mandela; if so, (a) what total amount was received, (b) into which bank account were these funds deposited and (c) who was responsible for the authorisation of the transfer of these funds; 
(2) whether the funds in question had been accounted for as at the latest specified date for which information is available; if not, why not; if so, what are the relevant details; 
(3) whether all relevant financial and procurement regulations were adhered to with regard to the transfer and handling of these funds; if not, why not; if so, what are the relevant details; 

(4) whether any steps have been or are to be taken by his Office with a view to (a) investigating and (b) resolving this issue; if not, why not; if so, (i) what steps and (ii) when?

Mr P E van Vuuren to ask the MEC responsible for Education:
